Documents and Qualifications

Turkey

The skipper needs a sailing licence. In order to have the obligatory transitlog (70 US dollars that have to be paid on the spot) ready for you when you arrive, we need a complete crew list, a copy of your passport, and a copy of the skipper’s sailing licence at least six weeks in advance. For entry into the country you need a passport.

A turn to the Greek islands is possible but it must be paid for. Greek officials these days charge fees for entry and stay. They calculate the fees in proportion to the length of the yacht (about 2 Euros for one foot of boat length).

Greece

The skipper must be in possession of a sailing licence. The co-skipper must also be in possession of such a one. There is a standard contract for charter yachts which is prescribed by law. You will receive a translation of it together with your charter contract. For the preparation of the sailing permission we need besides the copies of your licences a copy of the passport of the skipper and a complete list of the crew with the registered numbers of passports and nationality as well as the dates of birth of all those who sail with you. Please note that in order to enter Turkish waters you need to buy a transitlog which can cost up to 300 dollars not including the payment of an agent.

Italy

The skipper needs a sailing licence. In order to prepare the sailing permission we need a list of the crew and copies of sailing licences and passports roughly six weeks in advance. 

Spain / Balearic Islands

Conditions are the same as those for Italy. The protected island group Cabrera in the south-east of Mallorca can only be reached with a permission. If you want to, we take care of this before your turn. 

Croatia

Conditions are the same as those that hold for Italy. At least one member of the crew must be in possession of a radio licence.

France

There is no official need to carry a licence. For reasons of insurance policy it is however advisable to take the relevant documents with you on board.

The Baltic Sea

The skipper must be in possession of a sailing licence.

The Caribbean / Overseas Waters /Thailand / Seychelles

Officially there is no need to be in possession of a licence for the skipper. The skipper should however be proficient. Most providers demand a sailing CV from the skipper. 

It is generally prohibited to sail during the night in the Caribbean but there are exceptions to this rule. If you are interested in sailing during the night, we will file an application for you before your trip. In general we need a complete list of the crew and a copy of the skipper’s passport.

The Netherlands

In the Netherlands there is no need to carry a licence for yachts of a length of less than 50 feet and which are not faster than 12.5 miles per hour. The yacht providers usually assess the qualifications of the skipper through an informal inspection.
